FCAT (Florida Comprehensive Assessment Test)

As taken from the FLDOE website: "The Florida Comprehensive Assessment Test (FCAT) is a component of
Florida's effort to improve the teaching and learning of higher educational standards. The primary purpose of the FCA
is to assess student achievement of the-brger thinking skills represented in the Sunshine State Standards (SSS) for
Reading, Writing, Mathematics, and Science. The SSS portion of the FCAT is a crigdeicanced test. The secondary
purpose is to compare the performance of Florida students to the performance of students across the nation. This
comparison is possible through the use of a a@f@renced test (NRT) for Reading and Mathematics. The current
NRT is the Stanford Achievement Test 10© (SAT10) published by Harcourt Assessment, Incorporated.”

FCAT Writing

FCAT Writing will be givenFebruary 9, 2010to grade 4. Due to budget constraints, the Florida Department of
Education has made some changes to FCAT Writing. Beginning this year, thereomily lome writing essay The
writing mode of the essay will ther narrative or expository. The multiplechoice items have been eliminated
from the test. There will be only one scorer per essay. Without two scorers, a student score of 3.5 will no longer be
possible. Essays are scored on a scale ranging from 0 points (unscorable) to 6 points. Students are given 45 minute:
complete their writing.

FCAT Achievement Levels
Achievement levels describe the success a student has achieved on the SSS tested on the FCAT Reading and
Mathematics. Achievement levels range from 1 (lowest) to 5 (highast).

Level 5 This student has success with the most challenging content of the
Sunshine State Standards . A student scoring in Level 5 answers
most of the test questions correctly, including the most

challenging questions.

Level 4 This student has success with the challenging content of the
Sunshine State Standards . A student scoring in Level 4 answers
most of the test questions correctly, but may have only some
success with questions that reflect the most challenging content.
Level 3 This student has partial success with the challenging content of

the Sunshine State Standards , but performance is inconsistent. A
student scoring in Level 3 answers many of the test questions
correctly but is generally less successful with questions that are

the most challenging.

Level 2 This student has limited success with the challenging content of

the Sunshine State Standards

Level 1 This student has little success with the challenging content of the
Sunshine State Standards
